When are flu vaccines available through the COSE program?

Flu vaccines are available in mid-September, October, November and December.

Who is eligible to receive a FREE flu vaccine through the COSE program?

COSE member businesses covered by COSE | Medical Mutual of Ohio health insurance with 15-50 employees are eligible.  Employees, spouses and dependents (18 and over) who are covered by the insurance can receive a free flu vaccine.
How many participants are required for an on-site flu vaccine event at my place of business?

COSE has a 15 participant minimum for an on-site flu vaccine event.  This can include participants with COSE | Medical Mutual of Ohio health insurance and those without.

Can others receive a flu vaccine if they don’t have COSE | Medical Mutual of Ohio health insurance?

Yes, there is a charge of $20 per participant.  This cost will be billed directly to the COSE member company by the flu vaccine vendor, OccuCenters.

If my company can’t meet COSE’s 15 participant minimum for an on-site event or if I have participants that can’t be there for the on-site event, is there another option to receive a free flu vaccine?
Yes.  Employees, spouses and dependents (18 and over) who are covered by COSE | Medical Mutual of Ohio health insurance are able to walk-in Monday – Friday 8AM – 5PM at OccuCenters’ downtown or Solon locations to receive a free flu vaccine.  Participants should bring their COSE | Medical Mutual health insurance card with them.
